 S hould inte rna tiona l crimina l his tory che cks  be  conducte d for countrie s  whe re  a pplica nts  ha ve  s pe nt 
three months or more, or six months or more?  
 
CAA’s comments: 
 
CAA considers Option 5 to be a clear and reasonable solution to ensuring compliance of this 
requirement, utilising a similar process to that used of domestic criminal history checks. 
 
CAA does not envisage any particular risks or issues requiring further consideration. 
 
CAA does not have any particular preference for conducting history checks in countries where 
applicants have lived for three months or six months, but suggest that less than six months 
may add additional administrative and financial impost during processing.
